All events are
modified round robin followed by straight knock-out, except singles consolation events, which are straight knockout only. Should entries in singles exceed over 112, the
tournament directors reserve the right to change the event to straight knockout. All start times are approximate. All players compete at their own risk. Players
suspended by any dart organizations will not be allowed to participate. The Tournament Director’s decisions are final. Any persons with “outside” beverages or personal
beverage containers will be asked to leave the premises and not return. Players found to be using illegal drugs will be asked to leave the venue and not return.
Tournament organizers reserve the right to refuse entry. Youth players over 16 years of age are permitted to compete. A straight knock-out consolation round will be
offered after the first knock-out round of both Ladies and Men’s Singles events. Entry fee is $10 per player. 100% payout plus $80 added to Ladies event and $120
added to the Men'’s event, top 4 payout. Registration information will be announced prior to the Ladies and Mens Singles events.
