Players will not be called out, please check bracket sheets where and when you 
have to play your next game. Players not present at the prize award ceremony 
forfeit the right to receive their trophy and prize money.
Every player is allowed to throw 6 practice darts before the start of the game.
All questions concerning score checks have to be made before the player 
throws again.
Playing area is a non-smoking and non-drinking area.

ELIGIBILITY: "This is a BDO Invitation Tables event and is only open to 
players who are eligible to play in the Winmau World Masters Championships 
and the Lakeside World Professional Championships."

Entry fees by cash only at venue. Tournament dress code is required for all 
events: dress is pants or knee length skirts, collard shirts with sleeves, clean 
dark coloured full foot covering footwear. All events are modified round robin 
followed by straight knock-out. Should entries in singles exceed 64, 
the tournament directors reserve the right to change the event to straight 
knockout. Maximum attendence is 128 men and 64 woman. 
All players compete at their own risk. 
The Tournament Director’s decisions are final. 
Any persons with “outside” beverages or personal beverage containers will be 
asked to leave the premises and not return. Players found to be using illegal 
drugs will be asked to leave the venue and not return. 
Tournament directors reserve the right to seed players, according to Icelandic 
and international ranking lists
Tournament organizers reserve the right to refuse entry.

The WDF playing rules shall apply throughout the tournament.
